Identifying your LS Coils

GM used a variety of coils on these engines, so the best way to identify the coil you need is
through visual comparison. The chart below shows a picture of the OE coils and with the
recommended Pro Power and Blaster coil part numbers to help ensure you select the proper
coil for your application.

NOTE: The 8" digit in the VIN is the engine code.
